
This visa allows you to stay and receive medical care within the 
Schengen territory as stated on your  visa.

To avoid any disappointment, applicants are advised to submit their 
complete files at least 3working  weeks  before  the  intended  date  of 
departure.

Required  Documents:
1. A passport valid for at least 12 months after the introduction date of 
your request. 

2. Two  (2)  legibly and fully completed  application  forms,  dated  and  signed.

3. Two (2) recent colour passport pictures (full face, ears uncovered, no 
dark glasses and no dark  background). 

4 An original medical certificate (not older than six (6) months), issued 
by one of our Embassy's recognized medical practitioners, stating that 
requested care is not available in Nigeria:

7. Sponsorship.  Please  prove  that  you  have  sponsorship  by  providing 
documents for 1 /or 2 below. 

Proof  of  Sponsorship by  an  individual 
- An affidavit of support (Annex 3 bis) to be obtained by your host at the 
municipal office of his place of residence and legalized by this authority. 

- Proof that your host meets the legal requirements to act as a guarantor 
(salary slips  of  the  last   three  months   or   most   recent   income  tax 
decision). 

- An attestation of family composition of the guarantor (issued by the 
municipal administration). 

Copy  of  identity card  or  residence  permit  of  the  guarantor  (front  and  back).
